Membership.requirements were discussed with no conclusion coming fromthe floor., A Finance committee to be chaired by Robert Clark, Secrefary/Treasurerr was directed to meet and set up guideli¡les for membership .in thePennsyl-v"li? Chapter. rt was felt that some dues would be required to maintainthe activities of the Chapter. It was also recognized that some expenses
t¡/ould occur if we..are to operate and function properly. The Finance committee
was dj-rected to have recommendations ready for the next meeting.

. A rebate of 20% from the Nati.ona] Federation is possible, but withorganizational expenses of the National Organizatj-on now, no iebate isanticipated for several years.

, General discussion was held on the possibility of having a banquet for thenext meetingr but a lack of support from the floor r^ras shown, to an organized,
banquef this early in the ch.rpters progress. Organizatj-on oi tfre chapter
hlas more important'at this time. A recommendation t,vas made to have the next
meeting where food would be available for purchase and a picnic ôrea \^rasavailable for families wishing to bring their own lunch. president t¿rtanlesstook.this under advisement in preperation of the next meeting. .

Most of the business was concluded v¡ith final remarks from Jim Lindzey ingards to the collection of entrails of wild turkey shot. in the spring goÈbler
-ason' PSU BiologisLs are looking for information about tape worms añd-other

hosts that could effect our Pennsylvania Turkey population. He asked for theentrails to be collected in a plastic bag and iròzãn. Eithèr presenÈatj-on tolocal gamg protectors or directly transported to PSU was recommended by Dr.
Lindzey. , It was noted that the collection should be labled with the lócation,
time, date¡ and other conditions noted for the record.

The first meeting of The Pennsylvania l^Jild Turkey Chapter bras concludedby setting'the date of JLjlrlE 1. 1975, a Sunday, for the next meeting.,The
location would again be-Tñ-Eã3ffi college- área.
